Director, if satisfied with the reason stated by the
Mining lLease holder then he may grant permission for extraction without
sampling of minerals from the mining lease area with condition that Mining
Lease holder shall pay the royalty to the Government at prevailing rates for the
time being, on the basis of the grade (metal content) of the mineral ore
mentioned in approved mining plan submitted by the mining lease holder or
obtained from previous sampling conducted by the Directorate, whichever is
higher:

Provided that, in case of iron ore, the leasee may be granted any such
an exemption on condition of payment of royalty specified for highest grade
slab for the State of Chhattisgarh.”

For clause (I1), (Ill) and (IV) of sub-rule (6) of Rule 4, the following shall be substituted,
namely:- '

“(In) Such persan;’ﬁrm/compan}f. who wants to transport the minerals, brought by
rail route, from railway sidings to any end use plant or licensed processing
plant / storage site, then they shall have to submit an application in
prescribed Form-11 along with the required information, to the Officer-In-
Charge of the mining section of the concerned district.

(It Details of the Information received by the District Mining Office under Form-
11 shall be maintained in the register in accordance with Form-12,
Subsequently, Local Transit Pass shall be issued in Form 13 for transportation

of equivalent quantity as per quantity of minerals mentioned in the application
submitted by the applicant.

(IV)  The applicant shall submit the details of used and remaining local transit pass
alongwith the Railway receipt in Form- 14. The Officer-in-charge, District
Mining Office, on tallying the quantity of Local Transit Pass issued previously
in Form-13 with the submitted R.R. at the time of disposal of subsequent
application for the Local Transit Pass, which if found correct, shall issue New
Local Transit Pass after considering new application.”

In rule 11, after the words “No interest-will be liable for security deposit”, the words “if
any deposit made under the above-mentioned sub-rule has not been forfeited under
any rules, then it shall be returned to non-applicant after ensuring overall compliance
of all the conditions” shall be inserted.

In rule 12, for the word “three”, the word “ten” shall be substituted.

After clause (ii) of Rule 14, the following shall be inserted, namely:-
“(1i-a) The Licensee is required to send in Form-15 the monthly returns related to the
storage and processing to the District Mining Office by 5 day of next month.”

Sub-rule (1) of Rule 16 shall stand omitted. ¢

“Permission for the storage of coal mineral shall not be granted within a radius of 25

kilometre from boundary of the coal mining lease area. The said restriction shall not be
applicable in case of washery and end use plant.”
